Children placed with our agency range in age from 5 years to17 years. Because the children are entering a treatment program and will be going through a four phase therapeutic system, the typical length of stay is from one to two years. Our clinical team provides ongoing interventions designed to alleviate organic, physiological, emotional, psychological, and behavioral problems as we work together with carefully selected & trained treatment foster parents to achieve long lasting and enduring results.
