How to Apply for SSI

The following forms are needed to apply for SSI.  Schella can send you the actual forms, or most can be downloaded at www.SSA.gov.  There’s some information at http://www.ssa.gov/applyfordisability/child.htm to help get you started, and samples of how to complete two of the more crucial forms are attached to this email for you convenience. 
SSI for Children:
· SSI-8000 Application (this is the main application, focuses on financial needs, and is on white paper.  A sample of how to complete this from is attached for your reference)
· SSA-3820 Disability Report Child (this is form is on blue paper and focuses on the medical history. A sample of how to complete this from is attached for your reference.)  The SSA has this portion online at www.ssa.gov and encourages it being submitted online, BUT we will still need to turn in the supporting paperwork that goes with it.  If you complete it online, be sure to print out a few copies of the confirmation # and submit a copy with the supporting paperwork and the rest of the application.

· Age-Specific Function Report
· Ages   1-3   = SSA-3376

· Ages   3-6   = SSA-3377

· Ages  6-12  = SSA-3378
· Ages 12-18 = SSA-3379
· SSA-827 Medical Release Form (this form allows the SSA access to the child’s medical records and is white in color.)
· SSA-11 Rep Payee form (this form is yellow in color and redirects the child’s benefits to CFC and is currently completed by Schella Lapomarel.)

NOTE:  All completed applications, signed forms, and supporting documents must be submitted to CFC’s address, Attn:  Schella Lapomarel Rm. 204.  Schella will then complete the Rep Payee Form and turn in the application packet to the local office of the Social Security Administration and will track it’s progress with our representative.  You will be notified of doctor’s appointments, school forms and pain reports that must be completed to determine the child’s eligibility for SSI.  Once a child’s application is approved and benefit check (s) arrive, Sol C. Gonzalez opens the Master Trust and keeps track of the funds in it.
SSI for 18+:
· SSI-8000 Application (this is the main application, focuses on financial needs, and is on white paper)

· SSA-3868 Disability Report Adult (this is form is on green paper and focuses on the medical history.  The SSA has this portion online at www.ssa.gov and encourages it being submitted online, BUT we will still need to turn in the supporting paperwork that goes with it.  If you complete it online, be sure to print out a few copies of the confirmation # and submit a copy with the supporting paperwork and the rest of the application.

· SSA-3373 Function Report – Adult
· SSA-827 Medical Release Form (this form allows the SSA access to the child’s medical records and is white in color.)
